Stash Attic Pillow Case
Fabric requirements:

3/4 yard; 24” x WOF”, for main fabric.
1/8 yard; 2” x WOF”, strip for contrast piping.
3/8 yard; 13” x WOF”, for coordinating trim.

Directions:
· Cut all pieces as specified above.  Width of fabric is generally 40”-45”.  Be sure to trim up all widths to the same measurement.  
· Press piping piece in half wrong sides together lengthwise.
· You will be layering all the above pieces, and sewing into a tube shape.
· Place trim fabric (13’ x WOF”) right side up on table surface.  
· Place piping with raw edge to raw edge along top portion of trim fabric.
· Place the main fabric wrong side up on the piping and trim pieces. Aligning the lengthwise edge.
· Carefully, fold or roll bottom of main fabric piece up, until you see the trim piece on underneath.
· Bring bottom of trim up and layer along the top, pinning in place, be sure all layers are even along the edge lengthwise.
· Using a ¼” seam allowance. Sew along lengthwise of all layers.
· You will now have what resembles a tube.  
· Turn right side out.  Do this by pulling out one end of the tube. Press.
· Now, you will form the pillow case, using a French seam.
· Fold formed section in half….wrong sides together.
· Stitch along side edge and bottom edge using a ¼” seam allowance.
· Turn pillow case right sides together. Press.
· Using a ½” seam allowance, again stitch along side edge and bottom edge.
· Turn right sides out. Press.
· Enjoy!!!
